The Chartered Institute of Arbitrators (East Asia Branch) (CIArb (EAB)) is pleased to collaborate with South China International Economic and Trade Arbitration Commission (SCIA)，Guangdong, Hong Kong & Macao Mediation Alliance，Guangdong Lawyers Association and Shenzhen Lawyers Association to hold courses enabling interested professionals such as arbitrators, mediators, lawyers or others to become a member of the Chartered Institute of Arbitrators at different grade.

Introduction to International Arbitration (Associate, ACIArb)

The Chartered Institute of Arbitrators has standard materials for Introductory Course titled “Introduction to International Commercial Arbitration” (2012 revision) with primary focus under UNCITRAL Model Law but containing references to other renowned arbitration rules and procedures as promulgated by various arbitral institutions/commissions all over the world.  It has also been translated into Chinese so that candidates can be provided with such materials in English and/or Chinese version.

The contents cover 10 sessions:

Entry Requirements:

Applicants should hold recognized professional or industry qualifications appropriate to their profession.  The programme covers the UNCITRAL law. It is therefore valuable for anyone wishing to be conversant with the law governing the arbitral process generally, whether as a party, advocate, witness, judge or potential arbitrator.
How is the course delivered？
The course is substantially teaching but with some discussions to help candidates to become conversant with arbitration settings.  Candidates are expected to submit a written assignment demonstrating their understanding of arbitration practices after the course.

Accelerated Route to Membership (ARM) (Member, MCIArb)

What is the aim of the course?

To provide an accelerated route for interested candidates with experience in litigation and/or arbitration as well existing Associate Member of the Institute with legal qualification to become a member, of the Chartered Institute of Arbitrators.  
To complete the course, a candidate needs to (i) complete a pre-course assignment which counts for 20% of the marks and (ii) is required to pass a 3 hours written examination after the course which counts for the rest 80%.
How is the course delivered?

The course dates are the dates when candidates will be there to attend workshops which comprise a combination of assessment workshops and written exercises to assess candidates' knowledge of international arbitration and ability to deal with drafting and practical and procedural situations.

This is not a teaching course.  The assessment unit is intensive and candidates taking the ARM should understand that they will be assessed throughout the programme against standard benchmarks. Candidates must evaluate their personal suitability to undertake the programme. Candidates should have understanding of how international arbitration is being conducted.  A 3-hour written examination will be held at the end of the course.
Entry Requirements:

This Course is open to existing Associates of the Chartered Institute, and non-members, possessing a law degree or other suitable qualifications such as qualified lawyers with several years practice.  The programme covers the UNCITRAL law.  It is therefore valuable for anyone wishing to be conversant with the law governing the arbitral process generally, whether as a party, advocate, witness, judge or potential arbitrator.
3.
Accelerated Route to Fellowship (ARF) (Fellow, FCIArb)

What is the aim of the course?

To provide a fast-track route to Fellowship through the international arbitration pathway of the Chartered Institute of Arbitrators. The Accelerated Route to Fellowship has been designed for busy experienced, legally qualified professionals with substantial knowledge and experience of international arbitration. The aim of the programme is to assess the range of skills needed in order to perform competently as an arbitrator. 

How is the course delivered?

The course dates are the dates when candidates will be required to attend the face to face workshops which are delivered over a period of two days.  The Workshops comprise a combination of lectures, assessment workshops and written exercises to assess a candidate's knowledge of international arbitration and ability to deal with drafting and practical and procedural situations.  There are written exercises before and during the Workshops, including one on arbitration law to be submitted before the assessment Workshops

Entry Requirements:

This Accelerated Route to Fellowship is open to existing Associates and Members of the Chartered Institute, and also to those who have not yet applied to join who are experienced lawyers and who have been in practice for at least ten (10) years having substantial knowledge of international arbitration. The programme covers the UNCITRAL law. It is therefore valuable for anyone wishing to be conversant with the law governing the arbitral process generally, whether as a party, advocate, witness, judge or potential arbitrator.
The assessment unit is intensive and candidates should understand that they will be assessed throughout the programme against standard benchmarks. Candidates must evaluate their personal suitability to undertake the programme.  

For those candidates who pass the assessment portion, a four-hour award writing examination based on a case study will be offered separately at a later date.
